RULES

1. Eligibility: Youth bowlers who are currently certified through 
CAUSBCA.

2. Scoring: Bowlers will bowl three games using the 9 Pin No-
Tap method, which means if the bowler knocks down 9 pins or 
more on the first ball, they will receive a strike, if  the bowler 
knocks down 8 or less, they must bowl their second ball and 
make the spare.

3. Handicap: The handicapping system will not be used. All 
scores will be scratch.

4. Squad times: There will be 1 squad at 1 pm. Entries will be on 
a first come-first serve basis based on the date received by the 
tournament director.

5. Check-In: Bowlers will report to the bowling center 30 
minutes before his/her scheduled squad time. 

6. Awards: Awards will be presented at the conclusion of the 
tournament. Awards will be given at a ratio of 1:5 male/female 
per division.
